Our event 
takes place during the first two weeks of May. In the first week, we will provide programming tutorials 
for teams who are looking for programming support and who are new to the BottleSumo challenge. We 
will offer teams the flexibility of choosing their competition day. Teams need to complete the challenge 
during the May 1-16 dates to be eligible for prizes, and they may choose the date they want to compete.

We offer ways to work with teams of larger sizes 
and limited access to robot kits. Contact our office to discuss how we can support your teams. 

• If you have access to more than one robot kit, separate the team members to create more than 
one team and register each team in our event 

• If your team has a single robot kit and is larger than 3 team members. 
o Break up the team to create new smaller teams. The teams would share the single robot 

kit. Teams can choose to compete on different dates.  
o Borrow a robot kit from our robot lending library. We have a limited number of robot
